The Steel Stampede roared back
into Crooked River Ranch on May

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Puncture Vine, aka Goathead.....

Beware of the infamous Goathead

Puncture Vine, (Tribulus ter-

restris), is a tap-rooted annual which
{ should be appearing soon. The stems
radiate from the crown, trailing along
the ground, forming flat patches alt-
hough they may grow more upright in
shade or among taller plants. Leaves
are opposite, hairy (in the early stages)
and divided into four to eight opposite
pairs of leaflets. The flowers are small,
with five lemon-yellow petals. A week
after each flower blooms, it develops
seed pods that easily fall apart into four
or five single-seeded nutlets, resem-
| bling the head of a goat. These tack-
like structures have sharp spines that
can puncture bicycle tires and injure
®4 animals. I’ve been told a good way to
find them is to walk around your prop-
erty barefooted! For smaller infesta-
tions, the best control is removing the whole plant, including the taproot,
before seeds form. A pre-emergent spray may help with larger infesta-
tions. Contact county weed control or a certified sprayer for assistance.
Puncture Vine is a Class B weed in Jefferson County, meaning it is of
high concern but fairly common in our area.

FANs Flower of the Month.....

Sagebrush Mariposa Lilly

The Sagebrush Maripo-
sa Lily (Calochortus macrocar-
pus) is perhaps that most magi-
cal native wildflower on the
sagebrush plateau of Central
Oregon. The first of one or two
erect, narrow, folded leaves ap-
pear in May. Don’t mistake the
early light green leaves of the
Panicled Deathcamas for those
of the lily. Although both are
erect, narrow and folded, the
deathcamas has many more yel-
lowish-green leaves all of which are roughened on the edges. The lily’s
leaves are more of a blue-green and soft to the touch.

Buds form in late May and the blooms appear in early June. If
there has been plenty of spring rain, the lilies can be profuse. The single
sturdy stems produce one or more large showy three-petaled lavendar
flowers with a green vertical stripe down the back of each petal. A pur-
plish band is usually seen above the hairy yellow center of the flower.

Sagebrush Mariposa Lilies prefers well-drained sandy or loamy
soil with full sun. Be grateful if it graces your yard!

Volunteers are the lifeblood of our com-
munity. They serve on Ranch committees, assist
with administration projects, complete improve-
ments and clean roadsides, build fences and help
with multiple events for the betterment and enjoy-
ment of the residents here on Crooked River
Ranch.

Every year at the beginning of summer
season we start with the Steel Stampede. This is
the two-day event in which lots of people on spe-
cialized motorbikes compete with each other both
in trials and in races to see who is at the top of
their game. The Ranch staff and Events Commit-
tee facilitate this wonderful event, assisted by a
large number of volunteers who work both before
the event and the days of. This year we had over
90 people volunteer for the two-day event and it
brought into the ranch enhancement fund almost
$15,000. This is money that is used to the benefit
of all on the ranch. In the past it has benefited
many community projects including most recently
the split rail fence by the Veteran’s Memorial. We
should all say thanks to each and every volunteer
that made it possible every year.

Volunteers are the backbone of Crooked
River Ranch. I don't know if you've noticed, but I
have; as far as | know we pay significantly lower
annual association dues then anyone else or any
place else in the entire state. And the reason for
this is the huge number of volunteers and groups
that volunteer that contribute to the work getting
done in the background. Just recently Directors
Sheryl Jones and Julia Randall serving on another
volunteer group called the Alternate Funding
Committee were able to procure a grant from the
Oregon State Fire Marshal's Office in the amount
of over $84,000 for the Lions Club Limb Dump.
This money is going to pay for equipment that will
help dramatically reduce fuels on the ranch and

help in the fight against fires. This equipment will
be used to the benefit of everyone. Both on public
property and on private property when requested
through the fire department. Reducing fuels on the
ranch reduces our level of fire danger and affects
all of us in a positive way by lowering our home-
owners insurance and making our community a
safer place to live. This is done 100% by volun-
teers who do not charge anything for their services
but do ask for a donation if possible. If this is
something you would be interested in getting in-
volved in please contact Michael O'Brien, Limb
Dump Supervisor at (971) 219-7351.

Directors Ara Erdekian and Randy Peter-
son have also been working very hard with large
groups of volunteers to set up a community gar-
den on the south side of the Old Ranch House.
They worked very hard to clear the fields, bring in
new compost and make sure a water source is
there and available. They're also amended the soil
and are getting ready to put fencing around it.
Many have donated seeds and seedlings all ready
to be planted. The only thing we have missing
right now is a person or persons interested in tak-
ing over the management of the garden. This of
course is a volunteer position. Most likely it
would work best with a group of two to three peo-
ple sharing the responsibility. That does not mean
doing all the work, as we will have lots of volun-
teers ready to plant, feed and weed; we simply
need someone or someone's to take over the man-
agement of this.

Outdoor Burning Closure,
Civil Service Commission Members Needed

Sean Hartley, Fire Chief

Outdoor Debris Burning is
set to close on June 1%, this in-
cludes using burn barrels and pro-
pane weed burners. While we have
received rain in May, the grasses
are drying out quickly with the
warmer temperatures we are experiencing. When
outdoor burning is prohibited, recreational camp-
fires are allowed after sunset on a day-to-day ba-
sis. Remember to call the Burn Line at 541-923-
4633 for the latest information and before starting
a campfire.

We are excited to announce that we have
received two more grants from the Oregon State
Fire Marshal’s Office. These two grants are both
related to increasing our staffing to improve re-
sponse capabilities to emergencies.

The first is the 2023 Wildfire Season
Staffing Grant. This grant allows us to hire tempo-
rary firefighters during the summer months. We
also received this same grant last summer and
were able to add one firefighter per 24-hour shift.
This helped us keep wildfires small and respond to
simultaneous calls effectively.

The second grant we were awarded was
the Oregon Fire Service Capacity Program grant.
The goal of this program is for small- to medium-
sized agencies to assist with adding permanent
firefighters. We have been awarded funds to hire

two firefighter/paramedics which would increase
our permanent staffing to two firefighter/
paramedics on two of our three shifts for the next
three years. The District will also be funding a
third firefighter/paramedic position with current
budget funds to meet a long standing strategic goal
of having two permanent firefighter/paramedics
across all three shifts. This change will allow us to
have more flexible staffing when responding to
emergency calls.

With the additional firefighter/paramedics
being hired the District needs to form a Civil Ser-
vice Commission. This commission provides a
third-party review of the District’s employment
practices and can function as an appeal board for
employment matters. We are currently seeking
three members of the public to serve on this com-
mission. If you would be interested in serving on
or would like more information regarding the Civil
Service Commission for the District please contact
the fire station at 541-923-6776.

On Saturday, April 29th, Crooked River Ranch Fire & Rescue hosted a
Wildfire Preparedness Open House. The goal was to educate residents
about wildfire risk and steps they could take to make their homes and
properties safer in the event of a wildfire.

There were several presentations from different agencies. Chief Hartley
gave an update on the Fire District. The Bureau of Land Management
provided an update on last year's pile burning work and the plans for
this next fall/winter to continue pile burning along the south end of
Crooked River Ranch. The Oregon State Fire Marshal's Office talked
about the home ignition zone and steps to eliminate hazards there. The
Oregon Department of Forestry showed off both fire resistant and non-
fire resistant plants for home landscaping. The Central Oregon Intergov-
ernmental Council discussed its funding of the Heart of Oregon Corp
youth thinning crews who have been doing work around central Oregon
including on Crooked River Ranch. Finally, the Jefferson County Sher-
iff's Office Emergency Manager discussed being prepared for an evacu-
ation, how you would be notified in the event an evacuation was needed
and then answered questions from the community.

2. Shoulder length hair must be tied back or a bathing cap must be used.

3. Individuals 14 thru 18 years old must provide proof of age to be admitted without an adult.

4. Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied by an adult. Parents, guardians, or chaperones are
responsible for supervising their children.

5. One adult (18 or older) can be responsible for four (4) children maximum, under the age of 14.

6. Under NO circumstances will any non-swimmer (child or adult) be allowed past the center rope.

7. For bathers wearing diapers, swim diapers are required.

8. State law prohibits your entry into the pool if you have experienced diarrhea recently.

9. If you are using bandages or have an open sore, do not enter the water. Check with staff.

10. Please don’t come in with a health condition that is contagious, infectious, or water transmitted.

11. The pool is not considered open if there is no attendant. Do not enter water before being told it is safe
to do so. Chemicals may have been added recently.

12. Weather (wind chill, and rain) is an operational factor with an outdoor pool. If thunder or lightning is
present, the pool area will be cleared until staff determines it is safe to return.

13. Pool may be closed for weather, health, safety, or other considerations.

Connective tissue — fascia — plays an

important role in mobility

Picture your body as a
three dimensional beautifully de-
signed spiderweb-like structure,
with patterns layered diagonally,
vertically and horizontally. Con-
nective tissue — fascia — plays an
important role in mobility and sta-
bility, it is important that fascia is
taken care of for less restrictive
movement. Restrictive movement
is generally noticed after injury, a
surgical procedure, less physical
activity and in the aging process.
Movement restrictions will affect
the ability to perform activities of
daily living, leisure activities, ex-
ercise and may increase pain. The
health of our connective tissue is
dependent age and what we do to
keep the tissue healthy, hydrated
and flexible.

Compare the body to an
engine, it must be started and run
frequently to lubricate and “run”
the moving parts. An engine that

has to move against too much re-
sistance will work harder, less effi-
ciently then give out. Massage
therapists can utilize techniques to
mobilize the fascia. There are also
methods you can do yourself that
use balls or rollers. Personally I
prefer a moderately soft ball, 8-12
inches in diameter that is easier on
the more fragile tissues. Two
great places to start are hands and
feet, however you can work almost
of the fascia in your body. Tight-
ness in the feet and hands may be
the source of discomfort in the
knees and hips or shoulders and
neck. An appropriate ball would
be a malleable tennis ball but not a
golf ball. Many choices can be
found on amazon.

For more information on
techniques I recommend; yamu-
nausa.com or meltmethod.com.
Also find technique videos on Fa-
cebook, the page titled Yamuna,
where the creator of this method
has many quick video tutorials.
The ability for joints to move
freely and smoothly in all planes
of motion not only will reduce
pain but improve balance, coordi-
nation making movement smooth
again.
