Test all smoke alarms. Do this at least once a month.
This way you will know they are working. Install carbon
monoxide alarms in your home. Test the alarms.

Plan two ways out of the home in case of an emergency.
Clear driveway and front walk of ice and snow. This will
provide easy access to your home.

Make sure your house number can be seen from the
street. If you need help, firefighters will be able to
find you.

Be ready in case the power goes out. Have flashlights
on hand. Also have battery-powered lighting and fresh
batteries. Never use candles.

Stay aware of winter weather. Listen to the television or
radio for updates. Watch for bulletins online.

Check on neighbors. Check on others who may need
help.

Generators should be used outdoors. Keep them away
from windows and doors. Do not run a generator inside
your garage, even if the door is open.

Stay away from downed wires. Report any downed wires

to authorities. Fact

Educational Garden will Explore Native American Uses of Plants

he “seed” for a new garden space in Canyon Village has been germinating for a couple of years now.
A small group of native plant enthusiasts led by Marilynne Keyser and Diane Nunley are interested in
learning more about traditional Native American uses for common native plants in Central Oregon.

On November 10th, a group of volunteers weeded the site where we hope to create our new garden. The area
is adjacent to the FANs building will be the site for our new educational garden.

At the invitation of Susan Guerin, a Wasco tribal member, seven FANs members visited the Warm Springs
Museum on November 16th. Our personal tour allowed us to learn more about the history of the Warm
Springs Reservation and some of the ways native plants were used by the Warm Springs, Wasco and Paiute
people who are members of the Confederated Tribes of Warm Springs.

Medicinal uses may be our primary focus, however, we hope to expand into the use of native plants for food,
textiles, dyes and basketry.

We will be researching plants specific to this area of the high desert for their uses. If you are interested in
learning more, or sharing any experiences or knowledge of native plant uses we would love to have you join
us in this exciting new addition to the FAN's growing educational outreach.

Discover What’s Among Us! Wildlife of the Month: Paruroctonus boreus

s [ was working in my rock garden, I felt something cold against the back of my leg.
When [ shook my jeans and looked down, I think I said YIKES! An Olympic Gold

R L == | Medal would have been mine for the “high jump” even without a running start. The critter
R that had taken refuge inside my jean’s leg was Paruroctonus boreus, otherwise known as the
Northern Scorpion.

This scorpion is found in every western state including Alaska. They average about two inch-
es in length and contain a very unpleasant venom in their stingers. Luckily, they are nocturnal
and to find them during the day, we would have to look under rocks. Northern scorpions are

D o quite common in our high desert climate and I have encountered many in my gardens, not to
- < mention my house a time or two! The sting is much like that of a hornet and the effect can last
around four hours. If you are allergic to insect stings or bites and you are stung, please seek

medical care immediately.

Scorpions are carnivores and very important in helping to reduce the insect population. The stinger on the end of the scorpion tail is used to paralyze their
insect prey. I do appreciate having scorpions in my gardens and always careful to watch for them when moving rocks or pulling weeds.

We do have one other type of scorpion, Pseudoscorpiones, or false scorpion. The pseudoscorpion is found in the entire USA, including Alaska and the
Hawaiian Islands. This tiny Arachnid is about 1/8 of an inch and they have no tail, which means no stinger. The false scorpion resembles a tick with pin-
cers at the end of very long arms. Actually, their pincers can deliver poison to the tiny insects they catch but are completely harmless to people.

A s part of our a rJ | budget development process, the Board of Directors diligently examines both revenue and expenses. In the past
year, alongside @ L ,/ standard budgetary considerations, we conducted a thorough evaluation of the Steel Stampede event to assess its

impact on the Associatiof.

Over the years, the ongoing challenge of securing volunteers for planning, preparing, and executing the event has led us to rely more on

Association staff to fulfill these essential responsibilities. While we have been fortunate to have a dedicated group of volunteers supporting the
~ event, both in the lead-up to and during the days of the event, it has become apparent that the reliance on Association staff for various aspects
“has been a significant contributing factor.

Despite the Steel Stampede event generating a net profit of $14,796.77, there are associated costs not reflected in this figure. The net profit
from the event is directed to the Ranch Enhancement Committee to fund initiatives beyond the CRR budget. However, when considering the
number of Association staff, time, materials, and equipment used to facilitate the event, the financial balance becomes less favorable.

After last year’s event each department involved, which included Administration, General Maintenance, and the Roads Department, estimated
the hours, materials, and equipment costs, revealing that the net earnings were insufficient to cover the overall expenses. Last year, the estimat-
ed cost to the Association was approximately $30,000.

Due to these financial considerations, the Board of Directors has decided to withdraw from hosting the Steel Stampede event. Instead, we have
extended this opportunity to the Steel Stampede partners who collaborated with the Association to organize it. We are open to permitting them
to continue utilizing the Steel Stampede track and availing track preparation services on a facility fee rental basis. Unfortunately, despite our
efforts to negotiate an agreement with the partners, an understanding could not be reached.

We are currently working with the event partners to facilitate their continuation of the Steel Stampede by selling them excess signage, t-shirts,
medals, etc. We extend our best wishes for their success in the future, and we genuinely hope that the Steel Stampede continues to thrive in
Central Oregon for years to come.

How Milkweed Saved Lives in
World War Il

rade school student John Oyler liked to pick blackberries outside
Bridgeville, Penn. But throughout World War II, he was on the
hunt for another plant as his contribution to the war effort.

“We collected milkweed pods in onion sacks and hung them to dry on
fences. The entire grade school would collect milkweed. We were scared
stiff. Everybody wanted to help the war effort,” he said.

Third-grade student Clyde Seiglar and his brother Ralph, a first-grader,
scoured the countryside of West Virginia during the summer and early fall
when the milkweed seeds ripened. It grew all through the hay fields.
Farmers didn’t like it because the cows couldn’t eat it, and the US Depart-
ment of Agriculture classified the plant as a noxious weed. But soon after
the Japanese attacked Pearl Harbor in December 1941, they unleashed an
offensive to capture the abundant resources of the Dutch West Indies
(present day Indonesia). They were after rubber, oil, and kapok.

Kapok is a buoyant, cotton-like fiber that was used by almost every nation
to fill life jackets. It was harvested from the seed pods of ceiba trees
growing on the island of Java. With the supply of kapok cut off, the U.S.
War Department desperately needed a substitute since much of the war
was fought over and in the waters of the Pacific and the Atlantic; the
chances of an American flier surviving a crash into the waters was about
Six percent.

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Continued from pg 18: How Milkweed Saved Lives in World War Il

The answer to America’s pressing need to save sailors and airmen from drowning came from an enterprising physician and inventor, Boris Berkman. Prior
to the outbreak of WWII, Dr. Berkman advocated for many products to be made from milkweed, ranging from pressboard and insulation, to surgical dress-
ings. In 1939, he filed a patent for a milkweed gin to process the seeds.

Common milkweed seed pods contain silky white threads called floss attached to the seeds. The floss carries the seeds on the wind dispersing them. It
flourishes in ditches along roads and anywhere there is a bare spot with soil, moisture, and plenty of sunlight.

When a call came out from the War Dept. in 1942 for a kapok substitute, Dr. Berkman believed the floss from the milkweed seed pods could work even
better than kapok. He contacted the Navy and they launched a series of tests that showed the floss was as warm as wool and six-times lighter, and six times
more buoyant than cork. A life jacket with floss could keep a 150-pound man afloat for more than 40 hours. He presented his findings and soon the govern-

ment changed the plant’s “noxious weed” classification to “strategic wartime material.”
Now the race was on to collect as much milkweed as possible when the seed pods matured in late summer and fall.

A processing plant was set up in Petroskey, Mich., using Dr Berkman's milkweed gin design. He and military officials reached out to American school chil-
dren and community groups. Hundreds of children searched for milkweed east of the Mississippi River and in Canada’s Quebec and Ontario. They collect-
ed enough floss to fill 1.2 million life vests, saving thousands of lives.

Thanks to the efforts of children like John Oyler and Clyde and Ralph, the country’s
need for milkweed was met throughout the war. The government paid a bounty of
20 cents per bag, but Clyde and Ralph didn’t take any money for the bags they col-
lected, saying, “It was just a good thing to do. Everyone wanted to help the war ef-
fort. It was a serious time.”

Today, Clyde and Ralph are in their 80s, and still have a connection to milkweed.
After learning the beautiful orange and black monarch butterfly they often saw in
the countryside of West Virginia was endangered, they decided to plant the
“noxious weed” on their properties in Pennsylvania.

Milkweed plants are vital to monarch butterflies. They lay their eggs on the plants
and its leaves are the caterpillars on/y source of food before they build a chrysalis
and emerge as butterflies. The flowers also provide nourishment to the monarchs on
their yearly 3,000-mile migration from Mexico through the US and Canada. It takes
four generations to complete the cycle, the longest migration of an insect species in
the world.

Today, Clyde and Ralph are still saving fliers, but of a different sort—
the monarch butterfly!

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Thinking about breeding your horse? Suggestions to consider

By Kay Limbaugh, CRR Riders Horse Group

I own a horse that had been used as a breeding stallion by his previ-
ous owner, a practice called “backyard breeding.” In my opinion,
that never should have happened (or pretty much any other backyard
breeding). He is not a purebred and he has conformation that should not be
passed on. He is beautiful (good color) and has a sweet temperament, but
there are other considerations before making a decision to pass along char-
acteristics based on a pretty horse. My horse is now a gelding.

Backyard breeders are a problem for the horse industry. With horse own-
ership in the US declining, the average age of those who own horses in-
creasing, and the unwanted horse statistic skyrocketing, it makes no sense
to encourage backyard breeding. Having said that, let’s discuss some con-
siderations when breeding horses might make sense.

First, know your goal.
Are you wanting to duplicate that perfect mare you have?
Are you planning to keep the foal?
How will the horse be used?

Do you want to sell and breed again?

After the mare is bred, there can be veterinary costs associated with the duration
of the mare’s pregnancy. And then comes foaling expenses. Some mare owners
want to have their mares foal at a facility that provides a safe foaling environ-
ment, round-the-clock monitoring and responsive veterinary care. Then, if there
are any problems with the foaling, costs will increase.

After a foal is born, it will take years for it to mature to riding size and age. An-
other expense. Training is an expense unless you sell the foal after it is weaned.
Again, what is your goal?

Other factors to consider: While most mares have live, healthy foals, there can be
circumstances in which the mare, the foal, or both can have a traumatic outcome.
Is it worth the risk?

All things considered, one who is thinking
of breeding needs to be realistic about the
economic and emotional costs. Is it worth
the process or are you better off to forgo it
and let others take on the burden and ex-

Expenses.

Stud fees (the cost to breed a mare to a stallion) are not cheap for good
stallions. A booking fee is like a reservation that is generally not refunda-
ble. Some breeders require live cover, but most stallion owners offer fresh,
cooled semen for artificial insemination. Fees can range from a few hun-
dred dollars on the very low side, to hundreds of thousands in the Thor-
oughbred racehorse industry. Additional costs include veterinarian expens-
es, collecting and shipping of cooled semen along with the cost of insemi-
nation. Occasionally frozen semen is the only option if the stallion is com-
peting and not at the farm. Although there is no guarantee a breeding will
produce a live foal at any given time, many stallion owners will offer a
live foal guarantee. Read the stallion contract!
